How to get to SPARC:
Most visitors to SPARC arrive at either the Saskatoon or Regina airports.  Swift Current is located 245km west of Regina and 267km Southwest of Saskatoon.  Workshop participants will have to take a taxi from the airport to the city’s bus depot and catch a bus to Swift Current.  Several buses run from Regina to Swift Current everyday, but only one runs from Saskatoon to Swift Current.  Note that buses travelling during the day make more frequent stops and take longer!

The bus schedules and costs are as follows: 

Saskatoon to Swift Current: 1 bus daily (One Way fare = $39.10 Cdn + tax): 
Departs at 6:00 pm and arrives at 9:30 pm (everyday)
Swift Current to Saskatoon: 1 bus daily (One Way fare = $39.10 Cdn + tax): 
Departs at 8:30 am and arrives at 12:10 pm (Monday – Saturday)

Departs at 5:10 pm and arrives at 8:45 pm (Sunday)

Regina to Swift Current: There are 4 buses daily (One Way fare = $36.70 + tax):
Bus 1: Departs at 1:50 am and arrives at 4:30 am

Bus 2: Departs at 6:40 am and arrives at 10:00 am

Bus 3: Departs at 12:00 pm and arrives at 3:15 pm

Bus 4: Departs at 6:45 pm and arrives at 10:20 am
Swift Current to Regina: There are 4 buses daily (One Way fare = $36.70 + tax):

Bus 1: Departs at 3:45 am and arrives at 6:35 am

Bus 2: Departs at 8:00 am and arrives at 11:25 am

Bus 3: Departs at 4:30 pm and arrives at 7:45 pm

Bus 4: Departs at 9:15 pm and arrives at 12:10 am

Please double check the Greyhound website at www.greyhound.ca for any changes to prices or departure times.
Another option would be to rent a car at the airport and drive to Swift Current.  Both Saskatoon and Regina airports rent vehicles and will accommodate anyone interested in doing so.  
Participants will be picked up at 7:45 a.m. each morning from their hotel by a SPARC van and returned at 4:30 p.m.
